Quizzes, Tests and Classwork:

Tests will be given at the end of each chapter.  Periodically quizzes will also be given on materials being covered in class or on labs we have performed.  If you are absent the day before a test and that is the only day you have missed you will take the test on the scheduled day.  Further absences will be dealt with individually.  If you are absent on the day of a test, it is your responsibility to find time to make it up within two days of the date the test was given.  Some sort of class work usually will be assigned each day whether it is a worksheet, writing assignment, or a laboratory experiment.  If an assignment is given in class you will be given ample time to complete it during the class period.  You rarely should have homework other than studying for test and quizzes.  Grades will be updated regularly and posted in the back of the room so that you may keep track of your grade.  Grades will be posted by your student number. 
Late Work:

Late work will be accepted within a reasonable time period following an assignment’s due date (usually within 1 week).  After that late work is not accepted.  However, you will receive half credit for that assignment.  This means that you can not pass the class by turning in all of your assignments late.   Late work must also be marked with the word “LATE” at the top before it is turned in.  If late work becomes an issue throughout the year I reserve the right to stop accepting at any time. 
How do I act in this class?

Absences / Tardies:

Students will receive one day to make up work for each day they have missed (excused absences only), after that the work is late.  It is the responsibility of the student to ask to get all work/assignments you have missed.  In other words, you seek me out, not the other way around..  Be in your seat when the bell rings.  If this becomes a problem I will count you as tardy.
Behavior / Participation:

I expect everyone to treat EVERYONE with respect.  This includes any teachers and school staff who may be in the classroom, as well as other students and most of all, yourself.  Respect includes proper language, listening, participation, and following directions.  If problems occur referrals and/or detentions will be given and a call home will be made.  You must come prepared to class.  This includes any supplies, books, assignments you may need during the class period.  School wide rules are to be followed and are posted by the door.
Hall Passes:

Passes are for emergencies only.  Do not ask me to go at the start or end of class; you are expected to go during the time allowed during class period change.  Do not interrupt me if I am talking to the class as a whole to ask if you can use the bathroom.  You are expected to ask at appropriate times when it will not interrupt the class.  If bathroom passes become a problem I reserve the right to take them away completely.
Cheating:

If you are caught cheating you will automatically receive a 0 on that assignment and/or test.  No exceptions.
Food and Drink:
No food or drink is allowed in the classroom.  This classroom is a science room and it is not sanitary for any food or drink to be consumed.  Water will be allowed.
